BACKGROUND 

ÅBased on a validated Land Claim under South Africaôs 

Land Reform Programme, the Khomani San received  

ï25 000 ha of ancestral land in the Kalahari Gemsbok 

National Park (South African component of  the Kgalagadi 

Transfrontier Park with Botswana), with rights over a further 

~300 000 ha in the Park; 

ïEight farms (under natural rangeland) adjacent to and in the
