VENUE AND DATE

The Southern African Wildlife Management Association (SAWMA) invites all SAWMA members, managers, scientists, students and decision-makers in the field of wildlife and natural resource management and research to attend our annual symposium from 18 – 21 September 2011. The event will be held at the ATKV-Hartenbos Beach Resort, located on the Garden Route approximately eight kilometers from Mossel Bay and forty kilometers from George airport in the Western Cape Province. MAIN THEME
The Human-Natural Resource Interface: Reconciling Conflicting Trade-offs?
We hope that this theme will lead to a better understanding of the complex interface between humans, renewable natural resources (with the main focus on wildlife) and ecosystems. Submissions addressing ecological and socio-economic issues and other challenges dealing with human-natural resource interaction for both terrestrial and aquatic ecosystems will be welcomed.
We are looking forward to a variety of interesting presentations, extended interaction, further discussion and finding positive solutions to challenges.  Efforts will be made to accommodate all contributions related to the main theme, but should a larger number of topics be received, presentations will be selected on the basis of relevance to the following sub-themes offered. 
· Ethics and exploitation of resources
· Sustainable resource use (commercial and traditional) and economics

· Human-Wildlife conflict – both sides of the coin

· Carnivore management and predator-livestock interactions

· Invasive species management

· Rehabilitation, monitoring and biodiversity

· Ecological challenges and conservation strategies

· Climate Change – adaptation and the challenges of landscape-level management

· Stewardship, policy, planning and socio-economic issues
CALL FOR PAPERS / POSTERS

Contributions in the form of platform papers and posters  would be most welcome. Platform presentations will allow 15 minutes presentation and 5 minutes questions/discussion. 
Posters will be presented during a poster session in the form of a poster display and informal discussion. 
Deadlines:

Paper and Poster Titles: Papers/Poster titles should reach Elma Marais by 31 May 2011 in order for a provisional programme to be compiled for the second announcement. 
Abstracts: A short abstract for both papers and posters (about 300 - 350 words) should be submitted as soon as possible after 31 May, but not later than 30 June 2011.

EVALUATION OF PRESENTATIONS AND POSTERS

There will be awards for the best presentations in the following categories: 

Students (Best presentation of work done towards a degree/diploma, including Masters and PhD degrees) 

Open category (Best presentation done by open category researchers, lecturers & natural resource managers)

Best Poster – Over all (student and open)
The objective of these awards is to encourage a high standard of presentations and to motivate young scientists/managers. Presenters will have a choice to be evaluated or not. 
PUBLICATION OF PAPERS

No formal proceedings of papers presented at the symposium will be published, but presenters are encouraged to submit their papers for publication in the South African Journal of Wildlife Research. See the instructions for authors and guidelines at www.sawma.co.za.
REGISTRATION FEE (Payable to SAWMA) 
This year special efforts were made to make the event as affordable as possible and therefore total expenses per delegate should be slightly lower than the previous year. Students are charged special rates and are partially subsidised by the association. The symposium will run for 3 full days. The full registration fee excludes accommodation and breakfast, but includes the following: Lunches (Monday to Wednesday), Dinners (Buffet Cocktail on Sunday, Braai on Monday and Gala Dinner on Tuesday) and mid-morning and –afternoon tea/coffee.  A cash bar will be available for dinners, but some wine will be provided during the evening functions.

TRAVEL

Delegates have to arrange their own transport to the venue. The closest airport is the George airport.  Directions from Port Elizabeth and George airports: Take the N2 Cape Town, just past Kleinbrak River you’ll see then ATKV board. Take the turn-off to the left, pass under the bridge to the t-junction. Turn left to ATKV Hartenbos and at the t-junction left again, go over the bridge up to the Engen fuel station. Turn left and go on to the first 4-way stop. Go over the stop and on the left you’ll see the sign ATKV Hartenbos Beach Resort Office.

From Cape Town. Take the N2 to Port Elizabeth. At the Voorbaai turn-off you’ll find the ATKV boards. Take the turn-off left and drive on to the stop. Turn left and drive on to a traffic light (Langeberg Mall). Turn left again and pass the Shell Truck Port. Cross two traffic lights and turn right at the 4-way stop at the Engen fuel station.
